Winter Project Pre-AP Geometry
Fall 2014
Objectives:  Create a geometric project.  It must illustrate 5 geometric concepts.  The project must represent the season or special occasions/holidays that occur during Winter.
Guidelines:  The object must be ready to be hung and should not exceed 5” X 5” X 5”.  If you make a mobile, it must have four or more objects.  You may use any materials, but they will be hanging over your heads, so keep it light in weight.  A typed essay, a minimum of 3 paragraphs, must include your 5 geometric concepts. Please do not include Measurement, Perimeter, Area, Surface Area, Volume, etc.; difficult to be accurate! I will not accept any project without the essay.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!!
Rubric:  (1) Each illustrated concept is worth 10 points each (50); (2) Appearance is 10 points – no drawings or cutouts, please – 3 dimensional; (3) Originality – 10 points; (4) Evidence of time – 30 points.  Total: 100 points.
Please do not spend too much money on your project.  If you need materials, but can’t afford them let me know.  
Let’s not do any clay projects, (this includes anything that even remotely resembles clay), no oregami; and no pipe cleaners.
Remember, this project is worth an exam grade.
Due December 10, 2014.  Since you have almost 3 weeks to do your project, I will not accept any late projects.  If you are going to be absent, please send it with someone.
